· Meal Form

· A parent consent form
4. A deposit of $200 must be made when you submit the forms in order  to reserve a slot for your child.  Payments for services may be made on weekly, monthly or seasonal basis and must be at least one week ahead of services. 

a. Weekly payments are due by Friday for the next week.

b. Monthly payments are due by the fifteenth of each month.

c. Families wishing to make a one-time-payment in full for each session (Fall/Winter /Spring) must do so no later than one week before the session start date.

d.  There is a $10 charge for returned checks.
